2009 Goals/Strategies Regarding Homelessness

Assumption:  Goals/strategies are targeted to benefit the homeless population within Salt Lake County.  The 2009 Point in Time Count indicates there are approximately 10,000 people who become homeless in Salt Lake County each year among which are approximately 700 chronically homeless.

1. Provide opportunities for those in housing to increase their self sufficiency in a variety of areas such as employment, education, housing stability, etc.

2. Provide training opportunities for Salt Lake County Homeless Coordinating Council agencies’ staff to receive information on service delivery best practices.

3. Stabilize/increase funding for supportive services to include such services as mental health, substance abuse, health, domestic violence and case management.  Take advantage of stimulus funds.
4. Plan for and continue to develop affordable housing.
5. Refine data systems to gather information on services offered, clients served, costs incurred/avoided, and progress made in serving the homeless.  Report this information to stakeholders on a regular on-going basis.
6. Educate the public about issues of homelessness and successful solutions.

7. Develop an assessment tool to ensure that the homeless most at risk are being served.

8. Plan and develop programs that focus on prevention.  Work with others who provide prevention services.
